Entry Fee:


a.
The entry fee is $30.00 which covers up to three photographs.


b.
Additional entries are permissible at the same rate, but the maximum 


number of photographs that may be entered is six.


c.
For competitors under the age of 18, the fee is $15.00 for up to three 


photographs.


d.
To enter the Founder’s Award competition there will be an additional 


$5.00 fee for up to three photographs.


e.
All fees are non refundable.
3.
All entries must be an original photograph taken by the entrant within the last two 
years.

4.
Entries may be submitted in person, or via courier.  Those entries submitted via 
courier (UPS, Fed Ex, etc.) should include a prepaid return label or be picked up in 
person.
5.
A fully completed entry form must accompany submitted articles.

6.
Each entry must have a fully completed, clearly printed, identification label 
(which is included with the entry form) securely attached to the back of the 
work, with proper payment.
7.
Minimum print size: 8” x 10”; Maximum print size:  20” x 24”; Maximum frame 
size:  30” x 34”.

8.
Photography must be framed and ready to hang with wire securely attached to the 
back.  Sawtooth hangers are not allowed.
9.
No names or identifying marks may be placed on the front of the work.
10.
No nudity allowed.

11.
Clark Gardens reserves the right to disqualify any entrant or entry not meeting the 
competition specifications.

Clark Gardens will assign numbers to each entry upon receipt.

14.
Photos will be judged by an independent panel of professional photographers 
chosen by Clark Gardens.  No judge will have a pre-existing affiliation or 
relationship with the Gardens.  Judge qualifications and bios will be available at the 
Gardens during the Show dates.
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Show
1.
All photos will be displayed at the Gardens during the Fall Festival on October 3, 
2009.  In the event that the number of entries received exceeds the available 
display space, Clark Gardens reserves the right to choose those photos displayed.  
At 
least one photo from each contributor will be displayed, plus all winning photos.  

2.
All winning photographs will be displayed in the Clark Gardens Chapel for the 
month of October.  All other entries submitted in person should be picked up on 
Saturday, October 11, 2009, between 10:00am and 4:00pm.

3.
All entries that are submitted via courier must include a pre-paid return label.  
These entries will be returned to the return address on the label the wcek of 
October 4 – October 9, 2009.

4.
Winning photographs that are displayed in the Chapel should be picked up on 


Sunday, November 1, 2009, between 1:00pm and 5:00pm.  If these were 
submitted 
via courier, they will be returned to the address on the return label during the week of 
November 1 – November 7, 2009.
5.
If the photographer wishes to offer the entry for sale, they must determine a price


on the entry form.  The entry may also be designated “not for sale”.  Clark 
Gardens 
will receive 15% commission for the sale of any entry.
6.
Clark Gardens will make every effort to secure and protect the entry against 
damage or loss.  However, Clark Gardens assumes no responsibility for any 
damage or loss.  It is recommended that all entries shipped via courier be insured


by the entrant.

Entries not meeting the specifications will not be displayed and will be returned


to the submitter.

Photographs not picked up beyond 14 days of the show or those without a valid
return address will become the property of Clark Gardens.

Prizes
1.
The winners of each division will receive a cash award of no less than $100.  
Awards will be given to second, third and fourth places, which may be cash 
awards depending on the number of entries.  Awards of Merit will receive 

ribbons.  The amount of the awards will be dependent on the number of total


entries received.

The People’s Choice photos will be juried.  Depending on the number of entries, 
the 
judges will choose photos that convey the ambiance and beauty of Clark Gardens.

The thirteen juried photos receiving the highest number of visitors’ votes in the


“People’s Choice” category will be invited to be included in the 2010 Clark 
Gardens Calendar.  These photographers will receive a photographer’s credit in


the calendar, along with their contact information (if they wish).

4.
The Founder’s Award will be judged and chosen by the Clark Gardens Board of 

Directors.  The prize for this award will be $200.
